"The NNSA is directed to commssion an i ndependent
Nati onal Acadeny of Sciences (NAS report that includes the
followng elenents. Hrst, the report shoul d i ncl ude an
assessnent of the alternative conputer architectures and
the applicability of the requirenents of the stockpile
steward stewardshi p program

In addition to the NNSA the NAS should consult wth
the Departnent's Gfice of Science and the National
Security Agency and include their perspectives as to the
appropri ate conputer architectures necessary to neet the
needs of the broader scientific cormunity and ot her
el enents of the national security comunity.

Second, the report should identify the distinct
requi renents of the stockpile stewardship programand its
relation to the ASd acquisition strategy. The report
shoul d cl early describe the |inkage between the devel opnent
of software applications and the acquisition of hardware
capability and capacity, wth the needs of the stockpile
life extension prograns and the underlyi ng sci ence
pr ogr ans.

FHnally, the report shoul d i nclude an eval uation of the
cost trade-offs between the dates on whi ch specific
conputing resources are required and reduced future costs
for conputational power. This report is due to the
appropri ate congressional conmttees on My 1,

2002 [sic]."
